We are delighted to welcome 
Mr Peter Rosenfeld, who 
joined the Hospital last year 
as a consultant Foot & Ankle 
Surgeon. 

He is a member of the British 
Orthopaedic Association, the 
British Orthopaedic Foot & 
Ankle Society, and the Royal 
Society of Medicine. 
	 Mr Rosenfeld’s training in 
Foot & Ankle surgery includes 
a one-year fellowship (2003 – 
2004) under the expert tuition 
of Dr Terence Saxby, one of 
the world’s leading Foot & 
Ankle surgeons. This was a 
comprehensive fellowship 
covering all areas of Foot 
& Ankle surgery including 
trauma, adult reconstructive 
surgery and sports medicine 
(including arthroscopy). 
	 As part of The North 
Thames East Orthopaedic 
Training programme, 
he was centred in Royal 
London Hospital but rotated 
through the Royal National 
Orthopaedic Hospital and 
District General Hospitals 

in Greater London, 
Hertfordshire and Essex. 
Mr Rosenfeld has two years 
experience managing complex 
polytrauma at The Royal 
London Hospital and six years 
experience in general trauma, 
hip and knee reconstruction, 
revision arthroplasty, upper 
limb and hand surgery, 
paediatric orthopaedics and 
spinal surgery.  
	 He started at St Mary’s 
Hospital, Paddington in 

January 2005, where he has 
developed a regional Foot 
and Ankle Unit receiving 
tertiary referrals for 
complex trauma and foot 
and ankle conditions from 
the surrounding London 
hospitals, with rapid access 
for Chelsea and Westminster, 
Royal Free and Charing Cross 
hospitals.   The unit has a 
multidisciplinary approach 
with podiatry, orthotic and 
specialised physiotherapy 
services. Each month, he has 
a joint diabetic foot clinic 
with Dr Velhabji, which 
provides a specialised service 
for diabetic patients and 
those with other neuropathic 
conditions.   Every three 
months he runs a joint 
rheumatology foot clinic, 
with Dr Tench, for complex 
rheumatoid foot deformities.
With the expansion in sports 
medicine, Mr Rosenfeld is 
now a trainer for specialist 
registrars in Sports Medicine 
for the London and Oxford 
regions.
	 His particular research 
interest is arthroplasty and 
cartilage reconstruction of 
the ankle through Imperial 
College and he is extensively

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From the Chief Executive

As many of you will know, I 
have decided to retire from 
Sister Agnes at the end of 
June, having just celebrated 
a significant birthday at the 
beginning of the year. (I can tell 
you that I will be applying for 
my bus pass any day now!!) I 
live in a beautiful spot on the 
coast in West Dorset but get 
very little time to enjoy it. 
My wife has finally prevailed 
and has persuaded me to make 
the change to country life 
although I intend to keep 
some links with life in the 
City. Arrangements are well 
in hand to find my successor 
and the plan is to announce 
the appointment in April. 
The headhunter is out there 
at the moment looking for 
the right person.

The last four and half years 
seem to have flown by but 
there are many more things to 
organise before I go:

•	 �As you will have read on our 
front page, I am pleased to 
say that we have just placed 
an order with Siemens for 
a new replacement 128 
slice CT scanner which will 
allow us to offer a service 
comparable to any of the 
surrounding hospitals, with 
the facility to undertake 
an even greater range of 
investigations.

•	 �We are putting the finishing 
touches to the plans for the 
refurbishment of the Short 
Stay Ward (PRU 4) to bring 
it up to the same standard 
as the works completed on 
Ward 1 last year and Ward 
3 previously. As usual the 
building work will take 
place over the summer 
months to minimise 
disruption to the running 
of the Hospital. This is 
the final phase of the ward 
refurbishment programme.

•	 �We also plan to replace 

the Hospital’s telephone 
exchange with new Voice 
over Internet Protocol 
technology which will both 
improve the communication 
between the various parts 
of the Hospital including 
the Finance Department 
and Fundraising Office 
together with a reduction in 
call charges. Those of you 
or your secretaries, who had 
difficulty contacting us on 
occasions will know that 
the existing switchboard 
has “fallen over” a couple 
of times recently which is 
unacceptable for a busy 
Hospital such as this.

On a completely different 
subject, by the time you receive 
this edition of The Edwardian, 
I will have returned from a 
trip to Kathmandu and Nepal, 
the purpose of which is to 
ascertain ways in which the 
Hospital can support the work 
of the Gurkha Welfare Trust in 

looking after retired Gurkhas 
in their homeland. Under our 
charitable objects, the Gurkhas 
are eligible for support from 
the Trust and whilst there is no 
intention to build a Nepalese 
version of Sister Agnes, it strikes 
me that there are potential 
ways in which the knowledge, 
skills and indeed redundant 
equipment from this Hospital 
could be used to advantage 
in Nepal. One of our great 
benefactors, Mr Michael Uren, 
is currently supporting the 
Gurkha Welfare Trust and has 
kindly agreed to underwrite 
the costs of my reconnaissance 
trip. On my first glance at 
the two week itinerary I seem 
to be visiting every Hospital, 
Welfare Centre and Medical 
Camp from the west to the 
east of Nepal but I am sure 
it will be a very informative 
visit and I hope we can find 
practical ways in which we can 
contribute to the good work of 

the Gurkha Welfare Trust.  
	 One note of regret is that 
my PA Thomasina left on 
3rd April to be the PA to the 
Chief Executive of the BUPA 
Cromwell Hospital. Tam has 
contributed greatly to the 
work of the CE’s office and 
has been involved in so many 
aspects of the work of the 
Hospital.  She will be a great 
loss to Sister Agnes but she goes 
with my best wishes for the 
future.
	 I am sure I will get the 
opportunity to say goodbye in 
person to most of you before 
I go at the end of June. I have 
been immensely impressed 
with the commitment from 
consultants to the work of 
Sister Agnes and the high 
quality of care offered to 
our patients through the 
combined efforts of all the 
clinical and non clinical staff.  
If I ever need to be hospitalised 
I know where I will be going!
